Step 3: \ Hose Clamp Pliers, T30 Torx Socket & Ratchet

Compress the clamp (arrow) and pull the intake hose off of the /
airbox. Loosen the screw (circled in RED) and lift up to pop the
airbox free from the mounting grommets, then remove the airbox
from the vehicle.

Free the hoses from the clips on the intake hose, loosen the clamp
(arrow) and pull the intake hose free from the turbo.

Slide the silicone adapter (highlighted in GREEN in Photo #1) onto
the MAF sensor and tighten the clamp (arrow in Photo #1) until
fully snug. Slide the MAF sensor into the intake hose and tighten the

clamp (arrow in Photo #2) until fully snug.

Install the provided mounting grommet (highlighted in GREEN) into
the hole in the bottom of the new heat shield as shown.

Loosely position the heat shield into the engine bay as shown.

4mm Hex (Allen), 7mm Socket & Ratchet

Slide the intake tube through the opening in the heat shield, then
slide the intake tube into the MAF sensor adapter as shown. Install
the provided M6 screw (circled in YIEHULOW) to secure the intake tube
to the battery tray, then tighten the clamp (arrow) until fully snug.

Step 6: \ T25 Torx Socket & Ratchet

Push down to pop the heat shield mounting grommet onto the
mounting stud on the battery tray, then install the two provided
screws (arrows) to secure the heat shield to the core support.

Connect the vacuum hose (highlighted in GREEN in Photo #1) to
the fitting on the new intake tube, then reconnect the MAF sensor
connector (highlighted in GREEN in Photo #2).

Step 8: \ 7mm Socket & Ratchet

Slide the air filter onto the intake tube and tighten the clamp (arrow)
until fully snug.
