Safely lift and support the vehicle. Loosen the v-band clamp (arrow)
that secures the stock exhaust system to the down pipe.

Disconnect the connector (highlighted in RED) from the valve on the
LH side of the muffler.

Step 3: \ Exhaust Hanger PliersE10 Torx socket , T50 Torx socket, & Ratchet

Remove the bolts (highlighted in RED) that secure the cross brace and remove the brace from the vehicle.

Safely support the exhaust system from below. Remove the screws (circled in RED) that secure the front exhaust hanger to the
transmission crossmember, then remove the nuts (arrow in the YHULOWY inset photo) that secure the rear muffler hangers into place.

Carefully lower the entire system to the ground, then remove the hangers (not shown) from the stock exhaust system.

Remove the bolts (highlighted in RED) that secure the valve
controller to the stock muffler.

Step 6: \ Exhaust Hanger Pliers

Remove the exhaust hanger (arrow) from the stock exhaust.

INSTALLING THE NEW VALVED EXHAUST SYSTEM

Pipe Expander, Ball Pein Hammer, 10mm Socket & Ratchet

Before installing the new exhaust system, it's a good idea to unpack your new exhaust system and carefully lay it out on the floor (photo
#1). Inspect all of the slip joints for any signs of damage during shipping. Test fit the pipes at every joint to ensure they slide together easily
(photo #2). If they do not slide together easily, use a pipe expander or gently tap on the ends of the pipes with a ball pein hammer to
straighten them, then recheck fitment.

Transfer the valve controller (circled in YIHULOYY in photo #3), and the exhaust hangers (arrows in photo #3) to the new muffler.

Please note: That you will be installing the exhaust from front to back WITHOUT tightening any of the clamps. Once the system is installed,
we will then show you how to adjust the system properly. Proceed to the next page once all of the slip joints slide together easily.

INSTALLING THE NEW VALVED EXHAUST SYSTEM
E10 Torx, 13mm Socket, 15mm Socket & Ratchet

Install the exhaust system in the order shown in the photo below. Reinstall the exhaust hangers (circled in YEHULGWY), then it’s time to adjust
the exhaust system for proper fitment. The key to proper adjustment is patience, take your time and snug the clamps but DO NOT fully
tighten any of the clamps until AFTER you've performed all of the steps up through page 11. Reinstall the cross brace (GREEN). Closely
inspect the exhaust system from front to back, checking for clearance between the pipes and nearby chassis components.

You can tighten the exhaust clamps until they are “snug”, but DO NOT USE AN IMPACT WRENCH and do not fully

Install the extension harness (highlighted in GREEN) between the
factory connector and the relocated valve on the new muffler.

10mm Socket & Ratchet #1:

Remove the nuts (arrows in photo #1) that secure the heat shields,
then drop the heat shield downward to route the extension harness
(highlighted GREEN in photo #1) under the heatshield to the valve * *
controller. Connect the harness (highlighted GREEN in photo #2) to

the valve controller.

#2:

CAUTION: Make sure when routing the wiring harness
extension that it does not get pinched between the heat

shields or the trunk floor.

13mm & 15mm Sockets, Ratchet

Check the hangers to ensure that they are sitting level side-to-side (photo Due to differences in manufacturing, as well as

#1 & photo #2 below). — variations from one car to another, you might not
e be able to get all of your hangers to pitch forward.
This is acceptable as long as they are at least close
to vertical. We definitely don't want the hangers
to be pitched rearward and stretching BEFORE the
system heats up and expands.

CAUTION: You can tighten the exhaust clamps
until they are “snug”, but DO NOT USE AN IMPACT

WRENCH and do not fully tighten them yet!

Next, we want to ensure that all of the exhaust hangers are rotated at least
slightly toward the front of the vehicle (photo #3 below). The exhaust
hangers should be inclined toward the front of the vehicle so that lower
hole is approximately 10-15mm forward of the upper hole, this will allow
the hangers to pivot backwards as the system heats up and expands.

Step 6: \ 13mm Socket, 15mm Socket & Ratchet

Fully tighten each exhaust clamp, working from front to back & pushing upward on the pipes while you tighten them. Inspect the muffler
section and ensure that it is sitting level side-to-side as much as possible (photo #1). Center and level the exhaust tips inside the valance
(photo #2), then tighten the clamp until snug. Wipe any oil, grease, or fingerprints from the exhaust system, then start the engine and

check the exhaust system for leaks.
